Over the years we have talked about building the program through a strong and supportive Alumni
group. Well thanks to many of you we have a great start.

We would like to take this opportunity to let you know of the success of our campaigns to raise funds for
the UNB Ironmen.

The Ironmen Alumni have raised (and committed) over $90,000 during the past ten years in support of
UNB Rugby. This money is now being used to:
e Fund an annual scholarship of $2,000 in the name of Toks Akpata for the current player who
most exhibits the characteristics of the Ultimate “Club Man”.
e Fund one player $500 per year to update and maintain the UNB Ironmen Website —
WWW.Ironmenrugby.com. Go to the website to follow the current A and B teams results.

e Support the current clubs expenses by matching dollar for dollar money raised by the club. In
2009 $3,000 was donated to the club to help with travelling expenses.

Our two main fund raising vehicles are the Annual Ringarangaroo Golf tournament and a new mailing
campaign that was started in collaboration with the UNB Office of Development & Donor Relations.

Every year on a Friday in late spring (the beginning of June or end of May) the Ringarangaroo Anti-
Classic is held in Toronto. In 2010 $6,800 was raised. If you have not made an appearance you are
missing an opportunity to catch up with old friends and share the same old stories again and again and
again. An e-mail is sent in the spring announcing location and time. Also look to the website for details.

As mentioned above, our second fund raising vehicle was started in July 2010 as a mail out to ask for
annual donations through the UNB Office of Development & Donor Relations. Funds raised go directly
to the club and you can pledge annually, monthly or quarterly by credit card or by cheque. Donations
can also be made over the phone or on-line at www.unb.ca/donations/.
